KEEP THINGS SAFE

It is essential to ensure the safety of those attending your event at all times,
especially children.

As the event organiser you have a duty of care for the people who will be attending
and working at your event.

It is essential that you think about all aspects of your event. What aspects have a
risk, for example heavy machinery, fireworks, electricity and fuel. You need to
consider what possible accidents could happen and decide how to help prevent
them.

A Risk Assessment is the best means of not only covering legal requirement, but
ensuring that you have done everything in your power to ensure your event runs as
safely as possible.

Risk Assessment is a legal requirement for employers under the Health and Safety
act.

TIPS:

If your event is on Council-owned land, a Risk Assessment has to be completed 28
days prior to your arrival on site. If this is not done, your event will be cancelled.

The Health and Safety Act - Not only applies to employees but volunteers as well.

In respect of handling money, ensure your own security at all times. Do not travel
alone or down unknown routes.

Depending on the type of event consider if there
are any first aid requirements. You may wish to
consider contacting your local St John’s Ambulance
Service or Red Cross.
